Former President Donald
Trump has been active on
his social accounts as
Democrats gather for their
convention in Chicago, but
some of his posts don't have
much to do with reality.
Ahead of the Democratic
National Convention, he
posted a fake image of
someone who looks like
Vice President Kamala
Harris addressing what
appears to be a communist
rally in Chicago with a
depiction of a red banner
with a communist symbol.
That followed his repost of a
phony video of himself
dancing next to billionaire
Elon Musk, one of his most
vocal supporters.

Just before the conven-
tion kicked off, he reposted
an image of Taylor Swift in
an Uncle Sam outfit and
accepted her endorsement
for his campaign, which she
had never given. They're
the latest examples of how
Trump is promoting images
produced by artificial intel-
ligence tools to attack his
opponents or create illu-
sions of support around his
own campaign. It's in keep-

ing with a long-standing
strategy in which Trump
amplifies messages – from
QAnon adherents to those
who deny the results of fair
elections -- to score political
points and satisfy his base
by promoting alternate real-
ities. Some of the images
and videos Trump has
shared are cartoonish or
obviously fake. Yet the rise
in AI-generated content
across political social media
concerns experts who say it
can be used to push more
insidious and believable
disinformation. As fake
images, videos and audio

clips created by generative
AI models begin to saturate
social media, they also risk
eroding people's trust in
what they see and hear.
“The AI-generated deep-
fakes of Taylor Swift are yet
another example of AI's
power to create misinfor-
mation that deceives and
defrauds voters,” said Lisa
Gilbert, co-president of
Public Citizen, a progressive
consumer rights advocacy
group that has pushed for
legislation to regulate AI.
“The potential harms to our
society that could result
from such misinformation,

including abuses of our elec-
tions, are wide-reaching
and immensely damaging.”
One AI-generated image in
Trump's Truth Social post,
shared on Sunday, showed
women in “Swifties for
Trump” shirts, a reference
to the artist's devout fans.
The fake image showing
Swift dressed as Uncle Sam
included text saying, “Taylor
wants YOU to VOTE for
DONALD TRUMP.” In his
repost of the image, Trump
added, “I accept!” One of the
images Trump shared
included a small satire label,
though he didn't clarify
whether he meant his post
was in jest. Swift, who
remains on her world tour
and has a show scheduled
Tuesday night in London,
has made no endorsement
in this year's U.S. presiden-
tial race. Her spokesperson
did not return multiple mes-
sages seeking comment. To
Republicans outside
Trump's orbit, the focus on
someone like Swift — one
of the most talked about
artists in the world — is all
about garnering attention
for Trump at a time when
much of the focus is on
Harris and Democrats.

“This is how he and the
campaign can wrest back
news cycles,” said Doug
Heye, a longtime
Republican spokesperson
and operative. "I hesitate to
say to their credit, but I
think we all know, if you
want to be talked about,
Taylor Swift is a great way
to do it.”

A Harris spokesperson
did not respond to ques-
tions about Trump's use of
images generated by artifi-
cial intelligence.

Trump supporters fre-
quently create social media
posts and memes using AI-
generated images, some of
which get shared by the for-
mer president. Before
Trump shared the phony
Swift images, his support-
ers had been creating and
posting their own AI-gener-
ated videos and images of
the pop star appearing to
support Trump. They also
shared numerous images of
Harris dressed as a commu-
nist leader or addressing a
Soviet crowd. 

Political operatives have
long been concerned about
what the rise in artificial
intelligence could mean for
elections.

Trump posts fake AI-generated
images of Taylor Swift endorsing him

Masked police officers in
Romania carried out fresh
raids early Wednesday at
the home of divisive inter-
net influencer Andrew Tate,
who is awaiting trial on
charges of human traffick-
ing, rape and forming a
criminal gang to sexually
exploit women. Romania's
anti-organized crime
agency, DIICOT, said it was
searching four homes in the
counties of Bucharest and
nearby Ilfov, investigating
allegations of human traf-
ficking, the trafficking of
minors, sexual intercourse
with a minor, influencing
statements and money laun-
dering. The agency added
that hearings will later be
held at its headquarters.

Tate's spokesperson,
Mateea Petrescu, said in
response to the raids that
“although the charges in the
search warrant are not yet
fully clarified, they include
suspicions of human traf-
ficking and money launder-
ing” and added that his legal
team is present. Petrescu
did not address the allega-
tions involving minors.
Dozens of police officers
and forensic personnel
were scouring Tate's large

property on the edge of the
capital Bucharest. “During
the entire criminal process,
the investigated persons
benefit from the procedural
rights and guarantees pro-
vided by the Code of
Criminal Procedure, as well
as the presumption of inno-
cence,” DIICOT noted in its
statement. The 37-year-old
Andrew Tate and his broth-
er Tristan, 36, both former
kickboxers and dual British-
US citizens who have both
amassed millions of social
media followers, were
arrested in 2022 near
Bucharest along with two
Romanian women.
Romanian prosecutors for-
mally indicted all four last
year. They have denied the
allegations. In April, the

Bucharest Tribunal ruled
that the prosecutors' case
file against the four met the
legal criteria and that a trial
could start but did not set a
date for it to begin. That rul-
ing came after the legal case
had been discussed for
months in the preliminary
chamber stages, a process
in which the defendants can
challenge prosecutors' evi-
dence and case file.

After the Tate brothers'
arrest in 2022, they were
held for three months in
police detention before
being moved to house
arrest. They were later
restricted to the Bucharest
and Ilfov counties, and later
to all of Romania. Last
month, a court overturned
an earlier decision that
allowed the Tate brothers to
leave Romania as they await
trial. The earlier court ruled
on July 5 that they could
leave the country.  as long as
they remained within the
27-member European
Union. The decision was
final. Andrew Tate, who is
known for expressing
misogynistic views online
and has amassed 9.9 mil-
lion followers on the social
media platform.

The recent anti-govern-
ment protests that rocked
Bangladesh for over a
month have hit the hospital-
ity sector hard in the capital
Dhaka with the majority of
rooms at several luxury and
economy hotels here going
empty in the aftermath of
the unrest. Dhaka is both
the political and financial
capital of Bangladesh and
home to several landmark
commercial properties
managed by international
hotel chains which cater
largely to business trav-
ellers. Senior managers at
many of these hotels say, the
"heaviest impact" was felt
in July when huge booking
cancellations took place
resulting in a "big financial
loss". front office employ-
ees, managers and restau-
rant staff at some of the lux-
ury chains as well as econo-
my hotels located in plush
areas, and they all painted a
sombre picture of the cur-
rent condition of the hospi-
tality sector in Dhaka. "The
situation is now a bit better,
but still far from normal in
our sector as the majority of
the rooms are still empty.
While a certain section of
business travellers are still
coming, after the unrest in
the country, the number of
guests occupying rooms
have dramatically shrunk,"
a senior manager in the
sales department of a luxury
hotel on the condition of
anonymity. This five-star
hotel operating under the
current brand name for a
year-and-a-half is located in
a towering building near
Gulshan enclave -- an afflu-
ent area which also houses

several diplomatic missions
of foreign countries in
Bangladesh. "We have 150
rooms of different cate-
gories -- standard, premium,
junior suite and executive
suite. Currently, about 35

rooms are occupied. The
numbers are slowly
increasing," the senior man-
ager said. He recalled the
situation in the area on
August 4-5 when the unrest
had reached its peak lead-
ing to the ouster of embat-
tled Bangladeshi leader
Sheikh Hasina as the prime
minister, plunging the coun-
try into a state of crisis.
Several hundreds of people
have been killed in the
protests in Bangladesh, trig-
gered by the reinstatement
of a quota system for the
allocation of jobs in civil
services, and injuries suf-
fered in its aftermath. The
protests began in July and
local residents and staff at
multiple hotels still talk in a
hushed tone about the
police action that took place
in the third week of July and
later days to halt the
protests. However, the
police crackdown only infu-

riated the masses which
eventually led to the fall of
the Hasina-led government.
"For July, the mass cancella-
tions of booking for rooms,
food and beverage services
and banquet and catering

services led to the loss of
Tkk 1.2-1.3 crore, and the
financial loss suffered in the
first week of August was
about Tkk 35 lakh," the sen-
ior manager at the five-star
hotel added. As the situation
had escalated, the hotel
administration had asked its
women staff to stay at home
on August 4-5 while arrang-
ments were made for the
stay of male staff within the
premises of the hotel build-
ing which is a huge land-
mark in the area with
Gulshan Avenue and Kemal
Ataturk Avenue being major
thoroughfares. Recalling
the challenges faced on
August 5, the day the Hasina
government fell, he said, on
that day there were
Germans, Russians, Swiss,
Indian and Bangladeshi
people among the guests
and some members of the
diplomatic community, at
the hotel. "We ensured their

safety by sealing the hotel
and not allowing anyone to
venture in or out" and even
though protesters marched
in front of the hotel build-
ing, "no harm was caused to
our property," he said.

Kamala Harris will be a

She is ready
to lead,” Emhoff said. Harris’
stepson, Cole Emhoff, intro-
duced his father in a video
message. Both Cole and
Doug Emhoff’s participa-
tion highlights what Harris
often describes as her
“blended family.” “Hello to
my big, beautiful blended
family up there. I love you
so much,” he said at the
beginning of his remarks.
"She brings both joy and
toughness to this task. And
she will be a great president

who we will all be proud
of,” Emhoff said. “She stands
up to bullies, just like my
parents taught me to. She
likes to see people do well
but hates when they’re
treated unfairly. She
believes this work requires
a basic curiosity and just
how people are doing,”
Emhoff said. Harris, who is
of Indian and African her-
itage, earlier this month for-

mally secured the
Democratic presidential
nomination, becoming
the first Indian-American
to be nominated as a
presidential candidate of a
major political party.
Harris also became the
first-ever woman of
colour to be on the top of
a presidential ticket of a

major American political
party. She is also the first
ever Indian-American to be
nominated as presidential
candidate of either the
Republican or the
Democratic party. Harris’
mother, Shyamala Gopalan,
was Indian and her father,
Donald Jasper Harris, is
Jamaican. She will take on
former president Donald
Trump in the November 5
election. If elected, Harris
would break one of the
highest glass ceilings left for
women in the United States
-- that of occupying the
country's top office. 

Emhoff revealed that his
first meeting with Harris
was a blind date. “In 2013, I
walked into a contentious
client meeting. We worked
through the issue and, by
the end of the meeting, the
now happy client offered to
set me up on a blind date--
which is how I ended up
with Kamala Harris's phone
number,” he said.

A 40-year-old Indian doctor
was held in a US jail on a
USD 2 million bond after
being charged with multiple
sex crimes for allegedly
recording hundreds of nude
images and videos of chil-
dren and women over sev-
eral years, according to
media reports. Oumair
Aejaz was arrested earlier
on August 8 after he alleged-
ly placed hidden cameras in
a variety of settings from
bathrooms, changing areas,
hospital rooms, and even
his own home where he
would record children as
young as 2 years old in vary-
ing states of undress, Fox
News reported.

Authorities became
aware of his offences after
his wife came forward with

disturbing materials. Before
his arrest, he had no crimi-
nal history. He also allegedly
recorded sexual encounters
with numerous women
who were unconscious or
asleep, the Oakland County
Sheriff said on Tuesday. The
magnitude of Aejaz's
offences is not currently
known, but Sheriff Mike
Bouchard said it will take

months to fully investigate.
Authorities suspect there
could be many more victims
as investigators review
thousands of videos found
at his home in Rochester
Hills, a city in Oakland
County in the US state of
Michigan. "The victimisa-
tion is so broad and the per-
version so great, we're just
beginning to wrap our arms

around it," he said.
"Disturbing on so many lev-
els." He equated the scale of
criminality to Larry Nasser,
the disgraced sports doctor
convicted of abusing dozens
of young women in his care.
Several search warrants
have been served since
Aejaz was arrested on
August 8 at his home. 

They include computers,
phones, and 15 external
devices. Bouchard said a
single hard drive had
13,000 videos on it. He may
have uploaded videos into
cloud storage as well. Aejaz
was charged on August 13
with one count of child sex-
ually abusive activity, four
counts of capturing an
image of an unclothed per-
son and five counts of using
a computer to commit a
crime and is being held in

the Oakland County Jail on a
USD 2 million bond, Detroit
Free Press reported.
Oakland County Prosecutor
Karen McDonald said
Aejaz's wife produced mate-
rials earlier this month that
were concerning and the
sheriff's office immediately
executed a search warrant
and confiscated more
devices. She said investiga-
tors have "sifted through
really jarring, alarming
images" and continue to do
so. McDonald said Aejaz
also preyed on well-
respected institutions and
hospitals, which she said
have been cooperative.
Many of the allegations stem
from Aejaz allegedly.
recording a mother and her
kids inside a changing room
at the Goldfish Swimming
Club in 2023.
